Confession of Sin

Ask God to reveal sin in your life,
“Search me, O God, and know my heart; try me and know my anxious thoughts;

And see if there be any hurtful way in me, and lead me in the everlasting way.”
Ps. 139: 23-24

Forgive anyone you hold something against.

“For if you forgive men for their transgressions, your heavenly Father will also
forgive you. But if you do not forgive men, then your Father will not forgive your
transgressions.” Matt. 6: 14-15

Repent/turn away from your sin.

Praying for our Church

We will turn away from sin and seek God.
“And My people who are called by My name humble themselves and pray, and

seek My face and turn from their wicked ways, then I will hear from heaven, will
forgive their sin, and will heal their land.” 2 Chron. 7: 14

We will have a spirit of unity.

“Now may the God who gives perseverance and encouragement grant you to be of
the same mind with one another according to Christ Jesus; that with one accord
you may with one voice glorify the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ.”
Rom. 15: 5-6

We will bear each other’s burdens & serve one another.

God would give us wisdom to know Him better.
“That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give to you a

spirit of wisdom and of revelation in the knowledge of Him.” Eph. 1: 17
“That I may know Him, and the power of His resurrection and the fellowship of
His sufferings, being conformed to His death.” Phil. 3: 10

We would know & desire God’s will.

“For this reason also, since the day we heard of it, we have not ceased to pray for
you and to ask that you may be filled with the knowledge of His will in all
spiritual wisdom and understanding.” Col. 1: 9

“I delight to do Thy will, O my God; Thy Law is within my heart.” Ps. 40: 8

We would bear fruit.
“So that you may walk in a manner worthy of the Lord, to please Him in all

respects, bearing fruit in every good work and increasing in the knowledge of
God.” Col. 1:10

“But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness,
faithfulness, gentleness, self-control; against such things there is no law.”

We would have an undivided heart.

We would actively share our faith.

glorified, just as it did also with you.” 2 Thess. 3: 1

prisoner; but join with me in suffering for the gospel according to the power of
God.”

We would stand firm & be faithful.

We would have a good reputation among unbelievers.
“Do all things without grumbling or disputing; that you may prove yourselves to

be blameless and innocent, children of God above reproach in the midst of a
crooked and perverse generation, among whom you appear as lights in the world,
holding fast the word of life, so that in the day of Christ [ may have cause to glory
because I did not run in vain nor toil in vain.” Phil. 2: 14-16

“Beloved, I urge you as aliens and strangers to abstain from fleshly lust, which
wage war against the soul. Keep your behavior excellent among the Gentiles, so
that in the thing in which they slander you as evildoers, they may on account of
your good deeds, as they observe them, glorify God in the day of visitation.”

Protection from the evil one and temptation.
